The Two Priesthoods – of Aaron and of Melchizedek
Earliest mention of a priest – Gen 14:18 
When Abraham returned from rescuing Lot, he met Melchizedek, and they realized they worshiped the same God.  Melchizedek blessed Abraham, and Abraham gave Melchizedek 1/10 of all he had.  We are told Melchizedek was the king of Salem (Jerusalem) and he was a priest.  This is all that is known of Melchizedek from Genesis.  In the book of Genesis, God-fearing men made offerings directly to God, there are no priests interceding between God and men, except for Melchizedek.
When the Lord instituted the first Jewish festival, the Passover, who were the priests who sacrificed the lambs and ate the meat?  (Ex 12:3)
Immediately after the Exodus, who among the children of Israel were to be priests?  (Ex 19:5-6)
After God gave the 10 Commandments (Ex 20) and after God set up the 3 yearly festivals (Ex 23:14-19), and the elders of Israel confirm the covenant God made with them, who offered burnt offerings and fellowship offerings?  (Ex 24:5)

But a few weeks later, while Moses was alone on Mount Sinai, God declared that Aaron and his sons would be the priests.  (Ex 28,29)  Still later, God declared that only the descendants of Aaron could offer sacrifices to the Lord, with other Levites assisting in maintaining the Tent or Temple worship. (Numbers 18:1-7)  So the priesthood became an office reserved for descendants of Aaron.
The kings of Israel came from which tribe?  (Gen 49:10)
So kings were not priests, and priests were not kings, Melchizedek being the exception. (but 1 Chr 15:25-16:3)

What were the duties of other Levites, who were not descendants of Aaron (Numbers 1:48-51; ch 4; 18:2-4; 1 Chr 23)
