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The movie industry provides us with plenty of slasher and zombie movies, or apocalyptic movies where millions die in worldwide catastrophes.
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These are popular because every person has some inner fear of death, and therefore an inner interest in things related to death.  Perhaps decorating our homes at Halloween time, or going to zombie movies is a way of telling ourselves that our fear of death is really make-believe.  
Maybe if we party while dressed up like zombies, death won’t seem so scary, after all.  In fact, it’s just fun.
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Although being fascinated with the un-dead may take our mind off the subject for a while, the fact remains that one day we will all die.  At that is a serious matter.

Serious because the Bible tells us that our death is not the end, but the beginning of our life in eternity.

God tells us that death was never a part of his plan for mankind.  We were created to live forever.
Death is a punishment we brought upon ourselves, because we all have disobeyed our Creator.

“the wages of sin is death”  Romans 6:23

We are all so busy thinking about our day-to-day lives that we seldom think about death.  Yet we know it will come to us all.  The Bible tells us that thinking about death is the most important thing we can do while we are living.

Most of our life will not be spent here on the earth.  We live here only a short time, but this life determines where we spend our eternal lives.

Ask yourself this question:  “If I died today, where would I spend eternity?”
If you are unsure whether you will go to heaven or hell when you die, God wants you to know he has taken care of this matter for you and everyone else.
Some day, each of us will die and stand before God to be judged.  Those who place their hope in what Jesus has done will have their sins erased, and will go to heaven.  All others still have their sins, and will be sent to the darkness of hell.

What should you do?
Understand that you are unworthy of going to heaven because of your sins.  But Jesus lived a perfect life in your place.  And Jesus suffered hell so you won’t have to.
Jesus came to earth to destroy the work of the devil.  (1 John 3:8)  “And the last enemy to be destroyed is death.”  (1 Cor 15:26)  Consider these words of Jesus:

Second only in seasonal sales to Christmas, Halloween is becoming more and more the holiday which glamorizes death.
