Some people get advice from self-help books:
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Some people get advice from the stars:
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Others look to psychics or mediums:
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And some people think science has all the answers:
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But advice that comes from people is always suspect.  A scientific theory that many believe today may be thrown out tomorrow.  The advice that one author may give in his book is often disputed by a different author and book.
Where can we go for advice that is always reliable?
The disciple Peter posed a similar question when he was being trained by Jesus.  Some of Jesus’ other followers had just left because they did not believe all of what he was teaching.  Jesus asked those who remained, “You do not want to leave too, do you?”  Peter replied, “To whom shall we go?  You have the words of eternal life!”  John 6:66-68
After following Jesus and hearing his teachings for over three years, Peter knew where he could get good advice.  Peter looked to Jesus.
The advice and teachings of Jesus are usually opposite of the ideas and advice of human teachers.  The world tries to convince us to buy and get all kinds of things to make our lives as happy as possible.  Jesus tells us that the things of this world are distractions that take us further from God.

The world defines right and wrong by how our actions affect other people.  Jesus tells us that God decides what is right and what is wrong.
The world tells us that as long as we try to be good people during our lives, we will have no problem entering heaven when we die – that is, if there really is a heaven.  Jesus tells us that we must be perfect – completely without sin – or we cannot get into heaven.
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Evolution tells us that people are getting smarter and better all the time.  Jesus said the world and all its people are getting worse.

What about you?  Where do you get the advice and ideas you need to help you get through this life?  From other people, from God, or maybe from yourself -- just taking one day at a time, figuring it out as you go along?

Jesus says, “My sheep hear my voice”.  If we want to be sure we are getting good advice, we need to listen to Jesus.  He tells us that he is “the Way, the Truth, and the Life.”  His is the only advice that can get us to heaven when we die.
Jesus says, “Repent and be baptized.”   To repent means to turn away from this world and all its temptations.  God gives us the strength and the will to do this.

Jesus says troubles will come to us because we live in a sin-filled world.  He also tells us that people will hate those who regularly attend church.  Yet he assures us that, as we hear or study the Bible, he will provide the strength we need to get through difficult times.

Take this advice:  trust in what Jesus did for you – and you will be saved!

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Have you Heard the Good News?
When was the last time you heard some really good news?  Maybe a relative just got a job promotion, or a new job, or a friend just had a baby, finding out good news is exciting.
