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 think beyond the material things we have in this life.  The happiness that comes from the material things we own or want to own is only temporary.  But the spiritual things we have to be thankful for are things that last forever:  
A Father in heaven who forgives us for all the times we fall short of what he wants us to be.

A Father in heaven who promises to hear us whenever we call on him in prayer.

A Father in heaven who makes us worthy enough to get into heaven, because we are not worthy on our own to get there.
We may not feel like we are worthy enough to go to heaven, but because God has made us worthy, we know we are.  This is the comfort that comes from the Bible, the comfort of knowing that we are at peace with God.
